Transfer/Move-up Policy: Obedience & Rally transfers/move-ups to another class will be accepted as space 
permits within entry limits, in accordance with Chapter 1, Section 16 of the Obedience Regulations. Requests for 
transfer must be made in writing and presented to the Trial Secretary at least 30 minutes before the start of each 
trial. Forms may be downloaded from the AKC website at www.akc.org or requested from the Trial Secretary.   
 

Post Dated Checks and Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee.  GTOTC will add a collection fee 
of $25 to the amount of each returned check. 
 

No Refund for Duplicate Entries.  Every effort will be made to find duplicate entries; however, if the entry has 
been processed, no refund will be made. 
 

Declination of Entries. No entry shall be made and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions  
as to its acceptance.

Bitches in Season will not be admitted to the Trial.  Any exhibitor with an entered bitch in season on the Trial 
date will be refunded the entry fee less $5.00 (each day) upon written certification by a veterinarian given to the 
Trial Secretary before the start of judging each day. 
 

Exhibitors are Responsible for the Behavior of Their Dogs and/or Children.  
All dogs present must be held on leash or confined to their crates except when being judged.  Exhibitors are 
responsible for cleaning up after their dogs.
